The adaptation and/or refurbishment of existing public and/or voluntary sector buildings (eg. Local Authorities, universities, hospitals, schools) to make them more energy efficient, sustainable and environmentally friendly. Improvements to existing social housing properties to make them more energy efficient (with a cap of c. £11 million).

Grants are available to:  

· support education and training, particularly for young adults broaden horizons and encourage an appreciation of the value of cultural diversity through activities such as dance, drama, music, creative-writing and the visual arts provide child-care,

You should be advised that the application process takes approximately four months to complete. Proposals received less than four months before the Trustee meeting may not be considered until the following meeting. 

Stage Two Application Form 
If your Initial Proposal (Stage One) is assessed positively, you will be advised whether you will need to complete an application form. Forms are required for all applications to the Main Grants Programme and for requests of over £2,000 to the Small Grants Programme. 

If you qualify for Stage Two you will be advised by your Grants Officer when your application form must be returned. 

Applications by fax or email will not be accepted. Electronic versions of the application form can be made available. The decision of the Grants Committee is final.

sported. is a national charity that provides support to community sport organisations that work with young people in disadvantaged areas. 

They do this by providing business resources and financial assistance, so that these organisations can concentrate on doing what they do best - improving the lives of disadvantaged young people through sport.

This is made possible thanks to their network of volunteers, mentors and experts, who provide their services to members of sported. for free. If you run a community sport organisation, find out how you can become a member on the website below.

In addition to helping individual organisations, they also try to provide a voice for the sector as a whole. They have embarked on a 2-year research programme to look at the financial benefits of sport for development. 

Once you've been accepted as a Member of sported. you can discuss funding options with your Regional Manager. They offer Members two types of grants, as well as help to get you external funding:

• A small grant of up to £2,000. This one-off grant is available to all Members, with applications being reviewed every 3 months. The Regional Manager will provide you with an application form and guide you through the process.  

• A large grant. Most of the grants that they award are for between £2,000 and £10,000. They do occasionally award larger amounts, but this will involve a longer process, which the Regional Manager will explain to you if relevant.

• External funding. They also work with Members to help find external funding opportunities in your area. Their team of Regional Managers, Mentors and Experts will also help you with the application process. They have good relationships with local funders and can act as a referee for your bid or in some cases help fast track your application.

sported. will consider funding salaries, running costs/overheads and programme delivery costs. They will also consider supporting projects for more than one year, but funding will always be offered as part of a wider support package to ensure the ongoing development of your project or organisation. They want to make sure that their funding is well used and isn't just a short-term solution. Generally they will not help fund large capital expenses such as building facilities.

The next deadline for nominations is 11th November 2011. 

Diana Award - For individuals aged 12-18 who make a sustained, selfless contribution to their community, and who demonstrate exceptional personal qualities. These young people receive our main Diana Award, which is now assessed by a quality panel of experienced and talented individuals.
Evidence required: 3 testimonials, 2 from adults who know the nominee in a professional capacity plus 1 from someone who has benefitted from the nominee’s work. Certificate of Excellence - For groups of young people aged 12-18 who have worked together to make their communities a better place to be. These young people qualify for our Diana Certificate of Excellence.
Evidence required: 1 detailed testimonial from a young person or adult who knows the group in a professional capacity plus any relevant evidence of the group’s activities. Anti-Bullying Award - For individuals and groups of young people who have tackled bullying in their communities and schools. Our Diana Anti-Bullying Award is for all those aged 5-18 who qualify.

Biffaward Main Grants - Community 
Under this scheme, Biffaward looks to award grants to projects that provide or improve community spaces, cultural facilities and places for outdoor recreation. 

You may have a building that needs improvement in order to increase the range of services on offer to the local community. Or maybe an open space such as a park, play area or woodland that needs transforming to benefit local people of all ages. In a nutshell, they want to make sure that everyone has access to high quality local community facilities. Grants between £5,000 and £50,000 are available.

Over the past 11 years Biffaward has awarded funding to over 2,000 projects. They receive a continuous high number of Expression of Interest forms, resulting in strong competition when granting full applications. 

The main criteria for the Main Grants Community Scheme: 

The project's site is within 10 miles of a Biffa operation. The project's site is also within 10 miles of a landfill site (owned by any company). There will be a minimum of 104 days of full public access to the project per year. Any Biffaward grant will be used for site-based improvement work, not for equipment or running costs. Biffaward is unable to fund requests to help an existing facility meet the requirements of the Disability Discrimination Act. Biffaward is unable to fund retrospectively, so you should only apply for money for work that will take place in the future.

AERC - the Alcohol Education and Research Council 
The Council will fund small projects up to a maximum of £5,000. Small grants could fund small research projects, pilot research studies or demonstration projects with a strong evaluation component. They could also fund projects that increase the capacity of individuals and organisations to deal with  alcohol issues.

The main aims of the Council are to increase the capacity of individuals and organisations to deal with alcohol issues and also to develop the evidence base relating to alcohol issues. The overall aim is to make a difference. 

The following criteria are used to judge all applications for small grants including those that are designed to develop people:

Will the project make a difference to the alcohol evidence base or to the capacity of individuals or organisations? Are the aims well defined and achievable? Is there a sound evaluation component to check whether aims have been achieved? 

The Council will give preference to projects that will have a demonstrable impact.

Small grants will be rapidly processed throughout the year with no deadline.

The Village Core programme 

The Village CORE Programme is a dedicated support programme for communities looking to set up and run a community-owned rural shop.
It provides advisory support along with a £40,000 funding package comprised of a £20,000 grant matched with a £20,000 loan which is also matched by the equivalent community contributions.

The Village CORE Programme is a partnership between the Plunkett Foundation, Co-operative & Community Finance and the Esmée Fairbairn Foundation and is supported by the LankellyChase Foundation.   Grants will be awarded to rural communities of at least 300 people which are planning to set up a community-owned shop. 

The Village Core Programme supports the establishment of community-owned shops in rural communities.  This includes the establishment of a new community-owned shop or saving an existing shop by transfer to community ownership. The programme cannot currently support the expansion of existing community-owned shops

The Village CORE Programme application process consists of the following stages:

Stage 1: Initial telephone enquiry - Any community interested in applying for the Village CORE programme should telephone Donna Smith or Harriet English on 01993 814377 for an informal discussion of their project and to assess their eligibility as a beneficiary of the Village CORE Programme.

Their grants aim to enable organisations to experiment with and develop new ways of engaging with audiences and participants. This might mean introducing more people to traditional cultural activities or ensuring that the widest range of people have a greater opportunity to shape their own experience of the arts and culture.

Within this theme, they will support work for people of all ages, with an emphasis on inter-generational initiatives where young people (up to 25 years old) are one of the groups involved.

There is no minimum or maximum grant size. The amount you request should be the amount you need. They prefer to make grants where you and/or another funder are also contributing, preferably in cash, towards the cost of the activity you are asking them to fund.

They have a two-stage application process. At the first stage, applicants are required to show that the work for which they are seeking funding fits with the themes and priorities of the programme they are applying to. They also require that applicants show how their proposal meets their criteria for Change and Outcomes, Innovation and Participation. 

The Arts Open Grants Scheme is open for applications. There are no closing dates. You will be advised of the dates at which decisions may be taken when your application is being processed.

Organisations seeking grants for places of worship should read the guidelines for further details as we make annual block grants to the Church Buildings Council, the National Churches Trust and the Scottish Churches Architectural Heritage Trust. 

2. Social Welfare

Projects supporting people who misuse drugs or alcohol that fall within the following theme. Applications that fall outside this thematic area will not be considered.
- Projects to support the families and/or carers of people who have been or are misusing drugs or alcohol
Projects in prisons and projects providing alternatives to custody that fall within the following themes:
- Projects that seek to reduce the use of custody for women. Trustees will include work with women with extreme vulnerabilities which are likely to lead to offending. Organisations applying in this area will be expected to have considerable experience and expertise in work with women with multiple and complex needs.
- Projects that seek to support women who are leaving custody and that assist them to reintegrate with society and their families. Trustees have an interest in projects that assist female offenders and ex-offenders families, particularly their children.
Proposals for small research projects that meet the Trust’s priority themes and that pro-vide tangible outputs in either policy or practical terms will also be accepted. Projects that link to our priorities in both prisons and substance misuse are particularly wel-come.

Funding Schemes - There are Main Grant and Small Grant Funds.

Main Grant Fund - As our primary grant outlet, this fund distributes approximately 90% of our annual grant budget. If the project fits our programme criteria, organisations can apply under this scheme for sums above £5,000.

Small Grant Fund - This fund is reserved for requests of £5,000 or less. Applications to this fund normally require less detailed assessment (though a visit or meeting may be required) but applicants should include the names of two referees from organisations with whom they work.

There is an online application process or you can download a form to complete. Details are on the website.

If you have been awarded a grant you will be informed within one week of the decision. Your award confirmation will tell you: What the award is for How much you have been awarded Whether there are any conditions attached to your award The terms of the grant

J Paul Getty Jnr Trust 

The Trust's main aim has always been to fund well managed projects which help to relieve poverty, support disadvantaged people, and effect long-term change where help is not readily available from the public or private purse. The Trust also provides funding for the arts, and towards the conservation of the natural and built environment.

In accordance with the expressed wishes of Sir Paul, the trustees have now decided to wind down the Trust over a period of between five and ten years. This means that they will be increasing the level of annual spend and will be looking for opportunities to award a number of more substantial grants that will have an enduring impact.

Main grants can be between £10,000 and £250,000 over a period of 1 to 3 years. Multi-year grants will often be paid as a single instalment. On average it takes approximately 6 months to award a main grant, so please allow plenty of time when making your application.

Small grants of up to£5,000 are also available for smaller charities. Applications are made in exactly the same way as for their main grants programme. However, if you are successful, your grant may be awarded in as little as 3 to 6 months.

They are currently inviting applications from registered charities in the following areas: 
Reducing Reoffending: projects aiming to improve the lot of people in prison and smooth the transition for those leaving prison, maximising their chances of successful resettlement Improving Prospects: projects providing meaningful occupation for young people aged 14-19 to improve their employability and diminish the risk of social exclusion; work to improve the treatment of refugees and asylum seekers Repairing Communities: projects led from within the community with the aim of integrating different social and ethnic groups in pursuit of worthwhile goals Repairing Lives: projects making a lasting impact on the lives of people with substance misuse problems; projects helping people who are homeless or at risk of homelessness Preserving Heritage: conserving or restoring buildings and landscapes which are of national value and accessible to the public; saving from export art and manuscripts of national importance; developing conservation skills, especially among disadvantaged groups Sustaining the Arts: nurturing and developing artistic endeavour of the highest quality

The Wakeham Trust 

The Wakeham Trust provides grants to help people rebuild their communities. They are particularly interested in neighbourhood projects, community arts projects, projects involving community service by young people, or projects set up by those who are socially excluded. 

The Trust also supports innovative projects to promote excellence in teaching (at any level, from primary schools to universities), though it never support individuals.  They aim to refresh the parts that other funding sources can't reach, especially new ideas and unpopular causes. Because they do not appeal to the public for funds, they can take risks. Because the Trust is mostly run by volunteers, it can afford to make very small grants, without their funds being eaten up by administration costs.

They favour small projects - often, but not always, start-ups and they try to break the vicious circle whereby you have to be established to get funding from major charities, but you have to get funding to get established.  The Trust does not favour any particular areas of activity.  The best way to understand the kinds of projects they support is to look at their website as detailed below.

The Percy Bilton Charity 

The Percy Bilton Charity is a grant-making trust and company limited by guarantee founded in 1962. 

Grants are made to organisations and individuals in need throughout the U.K. 

Organisations assisting disadvantaged youth, people with disabilities and older people may apply for grants towards capital expenditure. 
Social workers may apply on the behalf of individuals who have a disability or mental health problem, or who are over 65, for grants to purchase basic furniture, equipment and clothing. 

Organisation that may apply shoud be a registered charity in the U.K. whose primary objectives are to assist one or more of the following groups:

1. Disadvantaged/underprivileged young people (persons under 25)
2. People with disabilities (physical or learning disabilities or mental health problems)
3. Older people (aged over 60)

They do not respond to organisations who do not meet the above criteria. They have 2 programmes for organisations:

(1) Large grants – one off payments for capital expenditure of approximately £2,000 and over  i.e. furniture and equipment; building/refurbishment projects. 
Please note that they do not fund running costs.

(2) Small grants - Donations of up to £500 towards furnishings and equipment for small projects. This programme is more suitable for smaller organisations. Amount of grant The amount offered will usually depend on the number of applications received in relation to the funds available for distribution. You may therefore not receive the full amount requested. When to apply

WREN Small Grants 

WREN is a not-for-profit business that awards grants to community and environmental projects across the Uk.  All projects must be located within 10 miles of a WRG landfill site.  
The Small Grant Scheme is designed to assist applicants looking for funding on small projects that can make a real difference to their local communities.

To apply under the Small Grant scheme your project should:

Apply for funding of between £2,000 and £15,000 with a total project cost of under £50,000 Be completed within 12 months of the funding decision Provide all information required at the point of application Be situated within 10 miles of a Waste Recycling Group landfill site 

In addition, only the following types of projects can be considered for the Small Grant Scheme

Village Halls Community Centres Public Parks Skate Parks Multi-Use Games Areas Country Parks Cycleways Bridleways Museums Recreation Grounds Nature Reserves Village Greens Public Footpaths/Towpaths Multi-Purpose Sports Clubs (not members only) Playgrounds (not on school grounds) 

If your project does not fulfil the above criteria you may still be able to apply for funding under the Main Grant Scheme.

The EACEA (Executive Agency Education, Audiovisual & Culture) has issued a new Call for Proposals under sub-action 4.3 of the Youth in Action Programme - training and networking of those active in youth work and youth organisations.

The objectives of the Call are to:

· give youth workers the opportunity to experience a different working reality in another country; 

· gain a better understanding of the European dimension of youth work; 

· improve youth workers' professional, intercultural and language competences; 

· promote the exchange of experiences and approaches to youth work and non-formal education in Europe; 

· contribute to develop stronger and better quality partnerships between youth organisations across Europe; and 

· strengthen the quality and the role of youth work in Europe. 

Preference will be given to those projects which best reflect the permanent priorities of the 'Youth in Action' programme, ie:

· Cultural diversity. 

· European citizenship. 

· Inclusion of young people with fewer opportunities. 

The 2011 annual priority is 'youth employment'. This priority is intended to encourage projects promoting the access of unemployed young people to the 'Youth in Action' programme. Fund101 

Administered by Enterprise Nation, the programme is designed to assist those who are looking for relatively small amounts of capital support. The initial funding pool is £50,000 and this will be topped up each month with an additional £5,000 provided by Intuit and PayPal. Individual grants ranging from £50 to £500 can be requested.

The grants can be used to fund miscellaneous capital costs associated with starting up a new venture and for existing small businesses to purchase equipment, promotional flyers, hardware etc, in order to boost their operations.

UK-based start-ups looking to commence trading and those who are already in business and need funding to further their enterprise may be eligible for assistance through Fund101.

To apply, entrants must complete an online application, explaining how much money they require and for what purpose. They must then raise an equivalent number of votes to the grant they are seeking - if they need £100, they must engage 100 people to vote for them online.

When the target is met, the funds will be deposited into the successful candidates' PayPal accounts. Grant recipients must agree to be profiled on the Fund101 webpage to explain how the grant has benefited their business.

The application process is now open and bids may be submitted at any time.

Live UnLtd is the name for all of the work UnLtd undertakes with young people under the age of 25. It includes their competition „Big Challenge„ and „UnLtd Sport Relief.‟
They offer up to £2,000 to help make your project idea a fully fledged real life success. The money can be used to buy equipment, produce promotional materials or rent a space to work in. It‟s up to you what you spend the money on as long as it helps your project in the long run.

They‟ll give you support to help you in the running of you project. So this means that you‟ll have a specific member of staff who will be there to answer your questions, aid with legal jargon, help with finances – you name it, they‟ll do their utmost to help!

Your idea must have a positive impact on the community and the project must engage other young people.

Applying is quite simple and you have 2 ways to do so. The first is to apply online via the online application form. The second is by downloading the application form and being all retro and filling it in and sending it into their offices.

Business Mentoring Initiative 
This website provides small business owners with access to a range of experienced mentors. The initiative is a replacement for the face-to-face services provided by Business Link, which is in the process of being wound down by the Government. Mentorsme connects companies with mentoring organisations that can support and guide their growth. The scheme, managed by Barclays Bank, HSBC, Lloyds, the Royal Bank of Scotland (RBS) and Santander, is aimed at both start-up businesses and more established firms with growth plans. It aims to help those struggling with common hurdles such as finance and marketing. The scheme is part of the banks' continued efforts to re-ingratiate themselves with the business community.

The site is funded by the British Bankers Association (BBA). More than 200 customer and former bank staff have so far signed up to offer mentoring services. The Government has pledged that the scheme will eventually give entrepreneurs access to up to 40,000 mentors, drawing on trade bodies and charities such as the Princes' Trust to work alongside the major high-street banks that are already involved.

LawWorks 

LawWorks is an independent charity and is the working name of the Solicitor's Pro Bono Group. The charity exists to encourage and support solicitors to carry out pro bono work (for free), and runs several projects to encourage solicitors to do this, and to provide free legal support to individuals, communities and small voluntary organisations who are unable to afford or access legal advice. You can see more information on the charity itself on their Website: www.lawworks.org.uk 

LawWorks for Community Groups - This project provides free legal advice to small charities, not for profit, voluntary and community organisations and social enterprises in England and Wales using volunteer lawyers. 

They can help you with a wide variety of legal work including company law, employment law, intellectual property law, property law, charity law; tax/VAT law; insolvency and help in drafting contingency plans; insurance law; health and safety law; general contractual / commercial matters etc. 

You can apply to them using their online application form. Project staff review the application and help you understand the scope of advice required. If the application is approved, they then try and match you with a volunteer legal advisor who provides the legal advice for free. Once accepted, you will be a client of the firm but LawWorks staff are on hand to deal with any problems.

Initial Electronic Advice - a free, automatic web-based system which provides brief legal information in response to straightforward legal queries. It is designed to assist not for profit organisations and individuals who cannot afford to pay for solicitors privately.

The system allows LawWorks to submit a short legal query and have this answered anonymously by a lawyer via email. The process is that LawWorks receives an email with a short legal question. The system then produces a list of volunteer lawyers who work in the area of law concerned and sends the question to them one by one by email. If the first lawyer in the list is unable to assist, they 'reject' the question and it is sent automatically to the next person on the list, and so on. If the lawyer is able to help, they 'accept' the question and answer it (also by email). Their answer email is sent to LawWorks who then forward this to the agency / organisation who submitted the question.

member law firms. In order to answer a question lawyers must be qualified as a solicitor, or appropriately supervised if they are a trainee at a firm.

BITC - ProHelp

ProHelp provides free professional advice and support to local community groups and voluntary organisations and operates through 33 ProHelp groups in city, urban and rural locations across the country.

They aim to ensure that local community groups can access free professional help and advice with issues that might otherwise hinder their work and projects. They focus their support in areas of greatest need, examples of the sorts of projects they help with are:

When and how should I negotiate a new lease for my building? Are my employment contracts in good order? How can I adapt my building to comply with the Disability Discrimination Act? Does my organisation need a brand identity? Are my accounting systems robust enough to deal with our rapid growth?

They offer:

Access to a range of professional expertise - ProHelp members include solicitors, accountants, surveyors, architects, public relations, marketing and management consultants who undertake one-off projects. Each ProHelp group is a local network of professional firms who often work collaboratively on larger projects. A professional service - community organisations receive the same level of service as a fee-paying client - the only difference is that the community client is not charged for the work undertaken. An experienced broker - who will process your application for support and help match you with a professional firm member of ProHelp. Advice surgeries - ProHelp also runs general advice surgeries and workshops on specific topics impacting on local community groups.

Each ProHelp group is a local network of professional firms, each is supported by a manager who acts as a 'broker' and matches the needs of the community organisation with the professional firm who has offered their support. There is an application process and also criteria that need to be met to be eligible for support.

Your community organisation will need to meet certain criteria to be eligible for support. Please read the 'Apply for Support' section on website below before making an application to your local ProHelp group.
