Community First

It will fund both new and existing community groups. The programme will run for four years, until March 2015. Community First consists of two elements:
1. a £30m Neighbourhood Matched Fund programme of grants for some of the most deprived areas in the country, with funds distributed through local panels;
1. a national £50m Endowment Match Challenge.

Small grants

Groups can apply for grants between £250 and £5,000 as long as their project costs no more than £10,000 in total. You must also find a third party contributor(s) to provide 5% of the grant you are applying for. 
 
In Kind Direct
In Kind Direct redistributes surplus goods from manufacturers and retailers to UK charities working at home and abroad. Since being founded in 1996 as one of The Prince's Charities, they have redistributed £114 million in value of goods from over 850 companies. Over 9,000 charities have joined their network.
 
The Local Energy Assessment Fund
The Department of Energy and Climate Change is providing a new fund which is available to communities in England and Wales who are playing an active role in the development of a low carbon society. Money is available to finance projects that increase understanding and uptake of energy efficiency and renewable energy technologies and help to make energy supply secure and affordable for everyone in your community.
 
Wooden Spoon
Wooden Spoon is a children's charity dedicated to helping underprivileged children and young people all over the UK to live happier, richer lives. The organisation runs its own fundraising activities to raise money and spends it where it is most needed.

Grants of between £40,000 and £70,000 are available and priority will be given to organisations that have experienced high levels of cuts and those that haven't received funding through the Transition Fund. Deadline 22 December.
 
Ernest Cook Trust
The Ernest Cook Trust gives grants to registered charities, schools and not-for-profit organisations wishing to encourage young people's interest either in the countryside and the environment or the arts (in the broadest sense) or aiming to raise levels of literacy and numeracy.
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
